 • a 1-2 page essay describing one’s current role in the church/community/organization
  and reasons for applying to the certi�cate program,
 • a $50 deposit, applied to the tuition of the �rst course.

Tuition/Investment
To receive the certi�cate, The Certi�cate in Latinx Theology and Ministry program requires the
successful completion of all six courses. The cost is $350 per course.
