I 101 Healthy Boundaries
I 101 Healthy Boundaries is a graduation requirement for all Masters level students.  This is a self-directed online course available on Alexandria upon registration.  For students in the Master of Divinity and Master of Arts in Ministry degree programs, Healthy Boundaries must be completed prior to enrolling in Field Studies.

Students enrolled in the Master of Theological Studies degree program must complete the requirement prior to graduation. 

The course is offered during all semesters, Fall, Spring, J-Term and Summer Term.

I 101 Healthy Boundaries, acknowledges that keeping good boundaries and maintaining ethics are an innate part of self-care and of care for the body of Christ.  This course will explore theological, contextual, personal and fiduciary aspects of ethical boundary keeping.  It emphasizes the foundational identity and mission of the Christian community and our responsibilities as pastoral and ministerial leaders.
